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THE ROLE OF THE MASS MEDIA IN DEFINING YOUTH
SAFETY CULTURE

Summary: The need for security is one of the basic human needs, and it
occupies one of the basic places in the hierarchy of human motivation. Since
prehistoric times, the human community and individuals, first in harmony with
nature, and then with social challenges, have developed solutions and responses
to challenges and threats to their survival, existence and development. As human
society has progressed in its development, new challenges and threats to both
individual and collective security have progressively emerged. In today's age and
in modern society, there has been a paradoxical situation, that we have an expo-
nentially increased number of security risks, and that the security culture, or the
culture of security of life, has practically disappeared from the culture. The rea-
sons are complex, and there are many factors in that chain. One of the most im-
portant factors is the media, especially the mass media, which in most aspects
determine social consciousness, especially among adolescents and young people.
The aim of this paper is to investigate the correlation between media, public dis-
course and adolescent culture, mechanisms of media action, as well as ways in
which these mechanisms can be directed towards better performance of socially
useful functions, of which encouraging the development of security culture
awareness is one of the key tasks for the common good.

Introduction

There seem to be many unquestionable reasons today to consider the world
on planet Earth an unsafe place, a place that needs to be arranged in a safer way
as soon as possible, in order to save what we still can. Creating a safe environ-
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ment is a priority goal and an internal need of man, society and civilization in
general. In order to achieve that in today's world, it is necessary to develop a
different view of security, a new, changed system of ideals and values. It is nec-
essary to permanently create people of a safe type through upbringing and educa-
tion, to create families, wider communities, society and the state, and, finally, a
world community of a safe type.

One of the most effective ways to achieve this is the formation of an ap-
propriate security culture of the population, where we must state that “security
culture” is a relatively broad and general concept and that it should be specified,
at least for the purposes of this paper. This is therefore a place where we could
try to introduce into the discussion a somewhat narrower definition of the term,
so we suggest using the term “culture of life safety”, or “culture of safe living”.
The safety of life is a necessary condition for the further development of civiliza-
tion. In the current century, all traditional threats and dangers to the life and
health of the living world remain relevant, but new ones have also appeared.
Social disparities are growing, the vulnerability of urban infrastructure to natural
disasters is increasing, energy catastrophes and terrorist acts are becoming more
frequent. The world community is increasingly affected by infectious diseases,
and the forecasts of world experts on the possibilities of humanity to resist new
diseases are gloomy.

The state is the most important factor in promoting and imposing elements
of security culture on citizens and institutions. It is the state that should make a
decision on the types and level of security culture factors and make the imple-
mentation of that decision mandatory. Activities on building a security culture
should be systemic, interdisciplinary and interdepartmental. Measures for the
development and implementation of state policy in the field of direct protection
of life play a special role in this. The development of a security system for hu-
man life and society as a whole should be based on a series of basic human val-
ues, above all, primary in a series of values - human life. The state policy of en-
suring the safety of life should be implemented taking into account the regional
characteristics of the population. Not all regions of a country are equally deter-
mined by security. The culture of security in Subotica and Presevo, or, in Haiti
and Norway, should have different contents and imperatives and should be the
result of the applied security policy. When applying this policy, it is necessary to
take into account all the natural, historical, ethnic, political, economic and other
characteristics of the region. The basis for the formation of a safety culture, or a
culture of life safety is the education of an individual, in principle a young per-
son, as a permanent process of education, practical training and personal devel-
opment.

Depending on the goals and tasks of research, the characteristics of the
branches of science, the specifics of scientific schools, there are many definitions
of this term in the scientific literature. Considering all these definitions of secu-
rity culture, we can single out: functional, qualitative, axiological, creative, nor-
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mative, and spiritual and personal concept of defining the term security culture.
From the point of view of this paper, we recommend defining a security culture
as a state of the social environment of the person responsible for the safety of
that environment. The concept of security is a very complex social phenomenon.
Throughout history, the term security has meant various things. Generally speak-
ing, security means safety, and in that context, measures are taken to keep people
safe and protected (Bjelajac 2017: 106). The culture of security in general, or the
culture of security of life, is a modern and popular phenomenon and socio-
psychological trend. There are many different definitions of this phenomenon.
By culture of life security we mean “the degree of development of the individual
and society, which is characterized by the importance of the task of ensuring the
safety of life in the system of personal and social values, the prevalence of
stereotypes of safe behavior in everyday life. Simply put, the culture of life
safety is a state of development of a person, social group, society, which is char-
acterized by the attitude towards issues of ensuring safe life and work and, most
importantly, practical activities to reduce the level of danger” (Anxmunucrpanus
[ToeBcKOro TOpOACKOro OKpyTra, H.1).

There are several components of a culture of life safety: at the individual
level, it is the worldview, norms of behavior, individual values and a person's
readiness to accept the rules of a safe life unconditionally; at the collective level
- corporate values, professional ethics and morals, the readiness of staff to de-
velop and promote a culture of security; at the public and state level - traditions
of safe behavior, social values, the readiness of the entire population to protect
the values of safety of life (Anmunucrpanus IlonaeBckoro ropoackoro oxpyra,
H.1). But, of course, this is only one way in which the components of security
culture can be defined, although it is impossible to include all the elements of
this extremely complex phenomenon in a concise definition.

Possible media roles

Media in a broader sense can be defined as a complex term that refers to
public communication systems that serve for the distribution of audio-visual
content for information, education, commercial purposes, as well as for the dis-
tribution of entertainment for the general population, although, as we will see
later, the media can have other, equally important and serious functions. At the
same time, the classical media theory itself changes and adapts to the changes
that have occurred, introducing new theses into science, such as the theory of
new media, their elements and similarities and differences with traditional media
(see more: Manovich 2001). According to the usual division, media have the
following forms: newspapers and other press, radio and television programs,
news agency programs, electronic publications, teletext and other forms of daily
or periodical publication of editorially formatted program content by transmis-
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sion of recordings, voice, sound or image. Electronic media were the ones that
significantly contributed to the mass of the audience and expanded the reach.
First radio, then television, and then the Internet, a platform for what we call new
media - portals, blogs, podcasts, social media - by developing technological ca-
pacities for their use, they included the existing media audience and reached new
ones. As a result, electronic mass media have the most significant ability to mark
and construct reality. It follows that their influence is immeasurable and, in prin-
ciple, uncontrolled - because the audience is constantly increasing as the number
of available content grows - which leads to mass uncritical respect for the views
communicated by the media, either through basic programming or advertising
(Bjelajac and Filipovi¢ 2020). The reason for the uncritical approach of both
broadcasters and recipients of media content is directly related to ratings, mean-
ing numerical parameters of the number of people who have seen, heard or read
media content, and ratings directly affect the price of ads that one media can
charge, which gives enough a clear and precise reason why the media space is
full.

The narrower meaning of the term media includes information media,
meaning media that transmit information to the public. The new media we
have been encountering for several decades are all that, but enriched and
modified by the world of ones and zeros, the binary code (machine lan-
guage), and passed through that system, they become a medium through
which people can communicate, information can be transmitted to them, in-
fluence education and changes in value systems. People can be informed,
educated, lied to, and deceived by any media (see more: ®ununosuh 2013a).
The media are also an instrument for the promotion of social space in the
modern world (see more: ®ununosuh 2016). Although the reason why the
media was originally created was to inform the citizenry, it quickly turned out
that the media, no matter how much they informed, could also misinform,
and often do so intentionally, engaged, in accordance with the political or
other goals of a person or group who control the media. In addition to the
above, the media can have another function, which is the function of coopera-
tion with the state in imposing on citizens and the public, political, social,
psychological, and other value attitudes. For this paper, it could be the pro-
motion and even the imposition of the principles of security culture, espe-
cially among young people. The media are the most appropriate tool for ef-
fectively shaping public opinion. Precisely this function of the media can and
must be used to impose value attitudes on citizens that will significantly raise
the level of security of life, that is, our security culture.
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The mode of operation of the media

The approach to solving the problem and the culture of security in the
whole world has put the existence of the world community in serious danger.
More often than never in the last few decades, world leaders mention the word
“war”. Even the leaders of the nuclear powers do that. In the “new age” from the
beginning of the twentieth century until today, 96 great wars have been fought in
the world with more than one hundred million dead, without human society even
trying to deviate from the war ideology that led to past wars. One even gets the
impression that the complete social resources of a large part of the world com-
munity are involved in promoting problem solving with violence among states.
Scientists and analysts of the role of the media in creating social opportunities in
the world almost do not use the term “media”. Instead, the term media industry
is increasingly used. What is the attitude of the media industry towards the ide-
ology of violence and violent resolution of relations between states and peoples?

Until now, it has happened in human history that all media in one country
switch to “war editorial policy”. But so far this has happened during a state of
war, or a “state of imminent danger of war.” In every country, the media then
become the worst warmongers and do things that everyone is later ashamed of.
“We are all the army” becomes a mass cry, which is unreasonable and even very
dangerous to oppose. However, something strange has been happening in the last
decades, something different, something hitherto unremembered. With its most
influential segments (film, TV, video games), the media industry consciously
creates ideological discourse through militarism present in products that create a
narrative, a parallel history and form a view of the world of young generations.
The cult of war, which has been nurtured in the best-selling media products for
years, has not been seen since the time of fascism between the two world wars
(®ununosuh 2018). This open militaristic ideology does not seem abnormal
today, because armed conflicts are normalized in a state of global latent “war on
terror” or “war to protect our interests” wherever those interests are. Militarism
present in media products and entertainment industry products targets children
and young people and represents an alternative or additional educational frame-
work to the official education system (see more: Luki¢ 2006). And the media
industry with its entertainment industry led by video games is by far the most
lucrative business in the field of creative industry (Filipovi¢ 2013b), which often
exceeds, and can always be compared to the most lucrative industrial or financial
businesses.

It is evident that this is a violent change of the primary matrix of the global
worldview. The basic security of life codified in the security culture is replaced
by a “culture of security of interests”, understood as the ruling oligarchy defines
the interests of the countries they represent. Obviously, in flagranti, the produc-
tion of a new consciousness is at work, which aims to make citizens easily ac-
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cept the violence of their own state towards other states and the consequences of
applying that violence to themselves if the political oligarchy decides to go to
war. “Security of interest” becomes the primary and most desirable form of secu-
rity, completely presupposing the security of life. “Our way of life” has been
promoted as the only way worth living, and the military is an organism that
should ensure the security of interests, even if it makes the whole world insecure.
The culture of security thus becomes inactivated by the primacy of security of
interests and practically transforms before the eyes of the world into a raw and
trivial culture of interests, completely decomposing life as we know it and all its
values, especially security of life and human life as a constant.

It is similar with the media, which six hundred years after Gutenberg's
printing revolution stumbled so morally that they became the most effective tool
in changing the matrix of the global view of life safety. While the advanced part
of humanity expects the media to take an honorable place in the struggle in
which reason will eventually prevail, we have countless examples that the media
have already moved to the other side and become active participants in the con-
taminating militarization of living space. This is contrary to fundamental princi-
ples of security culture, but, what is even more destructive, contrary to the prin-
ciples of transmitting the correct value system, especially to children and adoles-
cents. The media influence the degradation of society in more or less three ways.
The first could be defined as an aggressive offer of extremely simplified, but
very tempting instant content, the consumption of which requires only superfi-
cial attention and which, with their triviality, simply dull consumers (bjenajam n
®ununosuh 2018). The second way is the permanent emanation of an incredible
amount of inaccurate information, while the third way of influencing the degra-
dation of society is the substitution of traditional institutions with tempting and
new virtual institutions (see more: bjenajart 1 ®unumosuh 2018). This is obvi-
ously a new power above the power of citizens to notice and understand it. It
spills over the society, fills in the gaps, sows unrest, convincingly promises a
way out and order. It is also incorporated into journalism, its oldest, and in many
respects still the most instructive branch, in fashion, religious education, tourism,
the school system... But while new technical instruments, radio, film, television,
the record industry, are discussing the power of propaganda, advertising, public
relations, the industry of consciousness as a whole remains out of sight. The in-
dustry of consciousness is a state of mind. Who is the master and who is the ser-
vant is not decided only based on who has capital, factories and weapons - but
the further, the clearer - who disposes of the consciousness of others (Pespuh
2013). However, it is precisely the dualistic nature that gives positive notes to
this tendency, because it can be used for any purpose, and is thus one of the best
solutions for promoting a culture of safe living.

But, what if the state does not want to improve the security culture in the
specific situation? What if the mainstream media are professionally and ethically
incapable of any serious systemic effort to support the state? The current Strat-
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egy for the Development of the Public Information System in the Republic of
Serbia states: “Journalists and media workers in the Republic of Serbia work in
difficult conditions, often without an adequate employment contract. The general
trend is to reduce the number of employees and the share of employees for an
indefinite period of time, while, on the other hand, engagement on the basis of
temporary and occasional jobs, copyright agreements and authorship contracts is
growing. Research shows that one-fifth of journalists are in the status of “free-
lancers” (out of employment), half work in precarious jobs, while older media
workers (between 50 and 60 years old) have stable employment. Only 27% of
young journalists have permanent employment. Journalists in online media are in
the most difficult position, where less than a third are permanently employed.
Salaries of journalists are low, even below the national average, payments are
often irregular, while a large number of journalists work overtime. All this af-
fects the degradation of the profession, and puts journalists and media workers in
a precarious position, which is why a large number of them want to leave the
profession. The mixture of low incomes paid late, insufficient job security, work
without a contract or with an easily terminated contract is a form of pressure that
encourages the spread of self-censorship, hinders independence, quality journal-
ism and favors “tabloidization”. The solution is to establish a social dialogue and
sign a branch collective agreement, but that is impossible in the current condi-
tions, because the unions are weak and the employers' organization has not been
formed. An additional problem is the lack of a database on the number of jour-
nalists and media workers” (Cnyx6enu rimacauk PC 2020). So, as more and
more media employees work in electronic, and especially digital media, it is very
difficult to achieve consistency and orderliness, because one of the basic charac-
teristics of the Internet, which is a carrier of digital media, is complete deregula-
tion and lack of control. This stems from what is called “freedom of the Inter-
net”, and which is determined in the provision that the owner of the Internet
space (host) has no legal responsibility for the content shared in that space.

Convergence of the media towards better performing of social functions

In the context of the strong impact of information on people and everyday
life, the media and modern information and telecommunications technologies are
of particular importance for forming a positive attitude on issues of life safety.
Media engagement should aim to motivate and educate the population in life
safety, timely alerting and quickly informing citizens about emergencies and
threats of terrorist attacks, monitoring the state of order and peace in places of
mass presence of people. Restructuring such an important part of individual and
collective consciousness as the view of the world of people, the system of their
ideals and values, the motivational sphere of the person and society, especially in
the sphere of everyday security, is an extremely arduous and long process. Only
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joint, comprehensive, coordinated efforts of state organizations, public organiza-

tions, and scientific communities can raise the level of people's culture in the
field of safety of life.

Raising the level of safety culture among young people is a matter of state
decision. The media are there to help with their engagement. The implementa-
tion of mass media in the activities of the state could provide the necessary level
of information of the population about various threats and dangers. The media
would significantly shorten the time needed to adopt the essential information,
increase the efficiency of public order surveillance in places of mass presence of
people and, most importantly, contribute to forming a security culture of people's
lives.

New media also constitute a new subculture. Content analysis in the media
makes it possible to identify which topics dominate public discourse and who
has the power to speak in the print and electronic media. The audience receives
the selected information and reacts differently to it. How an individual will ac-
cept a certain content that is presented to him through the mass media depends
on the characteristics of the person, his experience and the specific properties of
the social environment. While the amount of information is continuously grow-
ing, media actors are turning to increasingly sophisticated and perfidious meth-
ods in order to impose the desired topics and planned interpretations of the
placed content (Bjenajan u Mepmosuh 2018). In the 21% century, they have a
suggestive effect on modern man and influence, among other things, the creation
of different attitudes of people. The relationship to the outside world and to one-
self is increasingly realized through the mass media. The media play an impor-
tant role in mass communication, trying to inform, entertain and convince us.
Therefore, the mass media are an unavoidable factor of changes in society,
which, on the other hand, change the role of the media. Media, or media con-
tents, contribute to an individual determining himself and his behavior in relation
to others - the way they are presented in the media. Thus, the media help an in-
dividual position and determine himself in relation to others and orient himself
better in real social situations. In other words, how we will play our social role
and in which we realize ourselves partly depends on the material obtained from
the media (Bjelajac 2017: 666-668).

A person cannot live in a community with other people if he is not free,
safe, and consistently respected. Man cannot self-constitute his own meaning
and purpose if he does not ensure that he receives complete and accurate infor-
mation about events beyond his sight. One cannot normally live if one has to
take care of one's own and one's family's safety on a daily basis (bjenajan u
dummnosuh 2018). People, by definition, created a state to protect those inter-
ests. It is ontologically elemental, but sometimes in reality it is very complicated,
even impossible. He has to work, develop himself, to help others, to raise a fam-
ily. That is why people set up a system of public information that over time be-
came so powerful that they called it the seventh power, or fourth estate. In time,
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that force took control and completely subdued the man, making him occasion-
ally powerless and often insignificant. And, it doesn't matter whether a man will
get accurate information or a lie from the media. Many people fought and died in
the fight for freedom of the press, the essence of which is the truth. Many human
activities are based on the concept of truth including science, law and everyday
life. Since ancient philosophers, we most often define truth as the agreement of a
claim of reality (see more: Apuctoren 2017). The media must know the founda-
tions of one society, the goal of the whole society, and determine the editorial
policy and the way of reporting based on that. The media must clearly know
which values they protect and on which ethical sources they are powered. The
principles on which and according to which they act are especially important to
the media. Only such media can perform their task, and that is, beyond any rea-
sonable doubt, accurate and timely informing of the public, which will signifi-
cantly contribute to the order and the security of society. The media must be
independent. They should be independent in relation to all authorities: legisla-
tive, executive, religious, monetary. However, the media cannot be independent
of society and its interests. Media professionals sometimes do not understand
enough about the freedom of the media and the freedom of the press. The media
cannot be independent of the foundations that are common to all. The media
cannot be independent of the public's permanent and often unpleasant right to
know and pressure the people to be truthfully informed by the media. The media
are not independent even from the state, and the media are, in specific segments,
a representative of justice and a representative of the state that administers jus-
tice.

Discussion

One of the key directions in the fight against the carriers of factors that en-
danger safety in the public environment is their prevention. The first job in rais-
ing the level of security culture is to prevent young people from falling under the
influence of an insecure environment, be it individuals, groups or organizations
of violent or criminal provenance. It is crucial to carry out preventive work
among young people, because the young generation, due to a number of different
factors, is the most vulnerable in terms of susceptibility to the negative influence
of various antisocial and harmful groups. Social and material insecurity of young
people, frequent exclusivity and extremes in assessments, psychological imma-
turity, significant dependence on other people's opinions - these are just some of
the reasons that enable easy spreading of unsafe ideas among young people.
These ideas are easily spread because they are very attractive to young people.
Through ICT, they are packaged in tempting virtual packaging. Media products
are full of imposed aesthetic ideals and values that are not corresponding with
real life, which young people gladly imitate in real life, inevitably coming into
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conflict first with themselves and then with more lasting social values and postu-
lates.

In such a situation, the media could significantly contribute to reducing the
harmful impact of ICT and, with their permanent campaign with the support of
the state, family and educational authorities, make young people accept the im-
peratives of security culture, as created by security structures. The state and the
media could initiate several systemic activities aimed at creating a deviation of
young people towards unsafe behavior and the adoption of rules of conduct that
we generally call a security culture.

Conducting a comprehensive media campaign to understand and create a
culture of compliance could be the first activity of the government and the me-
dia, that is, something we can call legal culture as a subset of security culture
among young people. This could be significantly facilitated by a significant ex-
pansion of the legal component in upbringing and education and the presence in
the media. In addition, knowing one's rights and freedoms will help the younger
generation develop a sense of respect for other people's rights and freedoms,
including their life, health, and dignity.

Nurturing a tolerant worldview among young people, a tolerant attitude
towards all people, regardless of their nationality, religion, social, property status
or sexual orientation could be another activity. The Constitution of Serbia pro-
hibits any form of restriction of citizens' rights based on social, racial, national,
linguistic, religious and other affiliation. Therefore, every person from childhood
should be instilled in the family with the idea and mental attitude that it is neces-
sary to respect all people, and that, regardless of any circumstances, it is impos-
sible to divide people on any basis. This will help combat various types of reli-
gious, national and social extremism.

Next could be the launch of a media campaign to improve the use of lei-
sure time among young people. It is no secret that many young people are in
various radical organizations, mainly due to a lack of desire and the inability to
spend their free time in the usual way. The media should remind and encourage
the state to ensure that clubs, cultural centers, cinemas, museums, and other so-
cial and cultural institutions are active both in large cities and the smallest set-
tlements. It is also necessary to actively promote a healthy lifestyle, sports and
physical education among young people. It is important to note that these activi-
ties should be available to all young people in material terms.

Finally, work should be done to increase the level of social and material
security of young people. The state should launch funds to help find young pro-
fessionals, which, with the support of housing programs, would help young peo-
ple understand that the state and society take care of them and that there is no
need to take refuge in insecure gray areas of society. of various plagues. We also
have the problem of the Internet, which on the one hand has become the most
effective planetary means of mass informational influence on young people, but
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also the most serious factor in the possible destruction of personal and collective
security, on the other hand. The reasons for the popularity of the Internet for
predators are easy access to the public, providing anonymous communication,
poor regulation of this issue at the state level, global distribution, high speed
information transfer, low cost and ease of use, huge multimedia capabilities.

Conclusion

The media, alone, no matter how influential, can do almost nothing in de-
termining young people to adopt the ways and forms of everyday life activities
that we determine as safe and that make up a set of attitudes towards nature and
society that we call security culture. This is because most of the media are com-
panies, which the founders started to make money on the market. They are not
interested in any state and social activities that are not paid. On the other hand,
public services and media that are, at least partially financed by the state, must,
while protecting the fundamental values of society, be actively and committedly
involved in the painstaking work of defining a culture of life safety. We have
already said that all media, especially public services, must be associates of the
state that initiates and implements policies in population interest. But, again, the
media cannot do it alone. They can't even be at the initial activity. We also said
that defining the safety culture of young people is an interdisciplinary and multi-
departmental job that starts in nurseries and kindergartens. It continues in school,
all the time under the watchful supervision of parents and family in general.
Only coordinated activities of the family, the education system, the media, and
the state can achieve positive results. Even though these results, even if we im-
mediately started working on it, would be visible only in the next generation.
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
